What shall we be doing to
overcome any actual or perceived hindrances in order to create a most
welcoming atmosphere in our church where we constantly ask, “What does
the Lord want us to do,” and then provide what is needed to allow all of us
to grow in love and mercy and the truth of Christ.

So, instead of focusing on hindrances, let us recognize that we are in a time
when we are called to be the actors and we can remove any hindrances so
that as a church, truly led by Christ, we will work and act in a Christ-like
way . . . and ever dare to ask what the Lord may require of us today.
